OVERVIEW:  This is the first course in a sequence of courses designed to provide students with a rigorous program of study in Mathematics. Topics to be studied first semester include:  interpreting the structure of expressions, solving problems related to unit analysis, properties of rational and irrational numbers, operations with polynomials, analyzing linear functions, solving systems of linear equations and inequalities, rearranging formulas, arithmetic sequences, analyzing quadratic functions,  solving quadratic equations, and comparing forms of quadratic functions.
MATERIALS:  Textbook, 3 ring binder with 3 dividers for Classwork, Homework and Assessments, pencil and pen, paper, scientific calculator, and a positive attitude.  I recommend a TI-30 XS scientific calculator.  
TEXTBOOK:  Students are financially responsible for all books issued by CHS.  Textbooks may not be left in classrooms and teachers are not responsible for the whereabouts of your book. The copy which was issued must be turned in at the end of the course.  You will not receive credit for turning in another student’s book and may not turn in replacement books.  The cost of replacement will be assessed to any student that fails to turn in the book they were issued or turns in a damaged book.

FINAL EXAM:  There will be a cumulative final exam at the end of the first semester. Second semester the final exam will be the Georgia Milestone End of Course Test. (EOC) These exams are 20% of their grade.
TESTS:  There will be at least 1 test per unit.  If a unit is long, there will may be more than 1 test. Tests will be announced at least a week in advance.  Any student absent the day of the review will be is expected to take the test with the class on the scheduled day.
HOMEWORK:  Homework is assigned daily.  Students are expected to copy problems and show all work and correct their mistakes in pen. LATE HOMEWORK WILL NOT BE GIVEN CREDIT!
QUIZZES:  There will be at least one quiz per Unit this semester.  Most quizzes will be announced 24-48 hours before they occur.  
ATTENDANCE and MAKE UP WORK:  Regular attendance in this class is essential in order for each student to be successful.  In the event of an unexpected absence, it is the student’s responsibility to find out the work to be made up and to have it completed in a timely fashion.  If the student knows in advance of an absence, it is the student’s responsibility to get the assignment ahead of time and have it completed upon their return to class.  If the student misses the day before a test, he/she is expected to take the test within 1 day of returning to class.   Any other work missed due to extended absences can be made up by appointment.
EXTRA HELP: I will be available to help assist students in the a.m. or during their Homeroom period, upon request.

Chattahoochee High School Provision for Improving Grades

 

1. Students who complete a major assessment but fail to demonstrate mastery as evidenced by a grade below 75% on the major assessment may pursue an improvement opportunity to show proficiency. In the case of an honor code violation on a major assessment, the grade will stand as a zero with no eligibility for recovery on that assignment. What is classified as a major assessment is determined within the content area; consult your course syllabus for details.

2. Students should contact the teacher concerning recovery opportunities within 5 school days of being informed of the grade on the assessment in class.  Students are allowed one attempt at recovery per major assessment. All recovery work must be completed 10 days before the end of the semester.

3. The grade on the recovery assignment will replace the original grade if the recovery grade is equal to or below 75%.  If the recovery grade is above 75%, the original grade will be replaced with a 75%.

1. Opportunities designed to allow students to recover from a low or failing cumulative grade will be allowed when all work required to date has been completed and the student has demonstrated a legitimate effort to meet all course requirements including attendance.
